Resolution NO. 5
CONTROL AND MANAGEMENT OF FERAL
AND FREE-RANGING CATS

WHIEREAS, free-ranging pet cats and feral domestic cats are non-
native predators; and

WHEREAS, leral and [ree-ranging domestic cats exist in significant
numbers throughout most arcas populated by humans, with reliable
estimates in the millions lor the United States; and

WHEREAS, leral and [ree-ranging domestic cats are skillful and
voracious predators ol small mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians and
other wildlife; and

WHEREAS. [eral and [ree-ranging domestic cats are estimated to
kill millions of native birds and other small animals annually in the
[ nited States; and

WHEREAS, birds represent 20-30% of the prey of {ree-ranging pet
cats and leral domestic cats, and many of these birds, especially
migratory songbirds, are in decline; and

WHIEREAS, state wildlife agencies and tederal natural resouree
management agencies are making significant ellorts to reverse these
declines in songbird populations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE I'T RESOLVLED, that the International
Association ol Fish and Wildlife Agencies recognizes cat predation as an
important inimical lactor allecting wildlile that resources agencies are
charged to manage; and

BLEIT FURTHER RESOLVLED, that the International Association
ol Tnsh and Wildlife Agencies supports elforts to increase awareness ol
these problems and implement actions to resolve them.
